Notice of Race and Sailing Instructions 

 

1. Open to all Yachts & Dinghies that are owned or helmed by a member of the NYC. 

 

2. The Organising Authority is the NYC and the race will be governed by the “rules” as 

defined in the Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS). 

 

3. The Start and Finish shall be between the Bandstand on the East Pier and an inflatable 

mark off the End of Carlisle Pier. Races will be started by using Rule 26 with the warning 

signal 5 minutes before the start. 

 

4. The Course will be shown on a Notice Board in the Hall of the Club prior to the race. 

Subject to suitable weather, it is planned to race from the harbour to a course in Dublin 

Bay and back. 

 

5. Prizes shall be awarded for line honours, class winners and on handicap at the complete 

discretion of the NYC Sailing Committee. Entry free of charge. A collection in aid of the 

RNLI will be made after the race.
